Articles
North Branch of the Wiscoy Project

This year, we attempted what was certainly our most ambitious project ever. Working in cooperation with the

New York State Department of Environmental Conservation(DEC) Region 9 Fisheries Unit, the DEC Saratoga
Nursery, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, Wyoming County Soil and Water Conservation District, Wyoming

County Highway Department, Wyoming County Fairground, the EIm Research Institute of New Hampshire (who

The eight-foot wooden i | u n k esariteedin egrltbrenewsletters) created 456 feet of deeper water and

overhead cover for wild trout in the Wiscoy system. In addition, two different types of log structures were installed

to narrow the stream where needed and to provide additional habitat in the way of overhead cover.

Funding for the program came primarily from a $38,000 grant from the Great Lakes Habitat Restoration
Initiative. Our TU chapter has also spent nearly $2000 on materials for the project.

The first major onsite work involving us took place on May 7, 2011, when twenty volunteers joined Scott
Cornett (NYS DEC) and planted about 1100 trees. Then, before the placement in the stream was undertaken,

several days were spent clearing and herbiciding alders from the construction sites. The next phase took place on
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June 18th and 25". For that part of the project, a total of twenty-four TU volunteers joined Scott and Marie
Schrecengost (USFWS) and built forty-eight of the filunkerso, nine having been previously constructed for practice
and to get an idea of just what was entailed in making them. This effort required 126 man-hours of volunteer time.
On July 1, the Alunkerso were transported to the stream site. Actual placement in the North Branch took place in
late July. During this latter two week period, most volunteers worked from 8a.m. until 4 p.m. while Scott and the
machinery operator labored until 5 p.m. The DOT loaned us equipment and an operator for one day, which enabled
us to get material moved and staged more quickly and efficiently. Over the course of the two weeks, nineteen
different people volunteered, putting in a total of just under 300 man-hours of labor. On September 6, 2011, we
worked again, this time to add logs to the stream, for both diversion and habitat purposes. The last two days of
construction will have been 9/13 and 14, after this report has been submitted.

Later in the fall, some minor work is planned. But, next spring, there will be another major planting of trees. By
the time we are finished, we will have invested well over 700 man-hours of labor in the project. TU presently
calculatesthata v ol unt eer hour iki wobo thalbern.

When one adds in the labor costs of the people from the various governmental organizations who worked on the
project, from preliminary planning to ultimate completion, the project is probably worth over $70,000.

I want to thank all who participated in this effort. There is no way the project could be accomplished without
the high level of cooperation demonstrated by those involved and their dedication to our natural resource.
